Albright Trail Crew

After countless hours of hard work by Arrowmen of Nawakwa Lodge, the first
and most important phase of the Albright Trail project has been completed. A

big thank you goes out to the
Arrowmen who helped, youth,
adults and our Scout Professionals
and our Camp Rangers.

ORDER OF THE ARROW REPRESENTATIVE

The Order of the Arrow Troop Representative is a youth
serving his troop as the primary liaison to the troop’s lodge or
chapter. He meets the unit’s needs by providing a communication
and programmatic link to and from all Arrowmen, Scouts who are
not presently members of the Order, and adult leaders. These
efforts are meant to assist the unit and its members in achieving
the mission of the Boy Scouts of America, and at the same time
fulfilling the lodge’s role in the Strategic Plan of the Order of the
Arrow of being an integral part of the council. By setting a good
example, he will enhance the image of the Order as a service arm
to his unit.
